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diagnosis of knowledge management activities in the engineering education
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Abstract: The importance of Knowledge Management (KM) is increasingly recognized in education since it deals with information and knowledge resources. The education organizations challenge is to develop the best strategy for manage knowledge resources and provide appropriate access to these resources for all employees. The paper discussed the various knowledge transfer activities possible to be carried out by education organizations to better enroll themselves in the economic development of the local/regional/national environment.
