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Abstract: Unconventional technologies are well known for technological capabilities but also for diminished productivity compared to classic technologies or more exactly to cutting technologies. This article wants to present, for a concrete product, a way to evaluate electro discharge machining and conventional milling from economic point of view. Of course, this comparison could be made in real conditions but the intention is to establish this through simulation using CAD-CAM software. The main problem that production managers face is the one related to production costs. Because there are no exact procedures, they try to estimate those costs in order to fundament the end-user price. This is the main cause that in most of the cases costs are overestimated. In terms of profitability, this may sound good but it decreases the enterprise attractiveness on the market. Otherwise, is easy to understand what could cause underestimated costs.
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
