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STUDIES AND RESEARCH ON THE USE OF PHOTOGRAMMETRY AND REMOTE SENSING WITHIN PROJECT MANAGEMENT 
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Abstract: The use of photogrammetry and remote sensing in the management of projects is welcomed and opens a new option for solving various issues in different fields.
