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MANAGEMENT OF AN ACTIVITY DIFFICULT TO IDENTIFY, LOCATE AND QUANTIFY. CASE STUDY: CARRYING DANGEROUS CONTENTS
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Abstract: The activity of carrying dangerous contents (CDC) is frequently affected by accidents. Subsequently, to the customary consequences of the transport accidents, the effects of the carried contents are added. The management of CDC is concerning not only the toxic, flammable, pollutant, corrosive substances, but also all the products for the usual activities, such as fuels, gas or fertilizers. The risks of CDC may occur on every type of road, but especially on those with intense traffic, crossing inhabited areas. In case of an incident, these dangerous contents present high risks for people and also for the environment. Based on the registered results we can conclude that in case of CDC by road, the most frequent cause of accidents is broking the road code. Consequently, the aim of this case study is the management of the CDC by road, particularly of the driver – the central element of the transport security.
