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OBTAINING VERSATILE CAVITIES IN MOULDS USED FOR FORMING PREFABRICATED SOLES
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Abstract: The prefabricated soles are assembled with the uppers by gluing or sewing. Usually, these soles are formed in moulds with unique cavities. Each sole model requires one set of moulds and the set must contain at least one mould for each size number. Considering the great number of sole models, sentiments and size series, whatever the production size, the cost for moulds production and soles production is significant. In this paper are presented solutions that lead to possibilities of using the same set of moulds to obtain various models of soles. There are presented solutions for sole model diversification by modifying the cavities of existing moulds as well as solutions for designing moulds with versatile cavities which are different from the classical ones.
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
